MSIX Success in a Texas High School




As a high school junior, Emmanuel moved from Riverview, Florida, to Baytown, Texas, during the Christmas holiday in December 2010. Since he arrived in Texas without any school records, his counselor, Cristina Richardson, had problems enrolling him in the proper grade level. Richardson met with Emmanuel and his mother, and verified that he was a migrant student. She contacted his previous school in Florida but could not get records even though she was communicating directly with the school registrar. Richardson then called the Educational Service Center in Region IV to obtain help in finding Emmanuel’s school records. The Educational Service Center verified Emmanuel’s Migrant Student Information Exchange (MSIX) information that he was a migrant student by accessing his MSIX consolidated record.  The Texas Migrant Interstate Program (TMIP) office also verified that he was migrant, and provided his record to his high school in Florida which helped to expedite the process. 

Emmanuel was able to enroll in the 11th grade and finish his last semester in Texas. This lifted his spirits, his hopes and dreams, and helped him decide to stay in school and continue learning instead of dropping out of high school. Emmanuel subsequently graduated from high school in Texas.

Currently, Emmanuel is attending junior college and is part of the student ambassador program. His parents are extremely proud—he is the oldest of five children and the first in the family to attend college. This success story would not have been possible without the information listed within MSIX and the knowledgeable staff who had access to this important student information, which helped Emmanuel succeed!
